Prior to
the July 23, 2019 MOU, the FRA was the federal lead agency. The Authority is also the project’s
lead agency under CEQA.

CEQA. The Authority’s Board of Directors, in the Authority’s role as NEPA lead agency, will also
consider whether to direct the Authority’s Chief Executive Officer to issue a Record of Decision
for the Bakersfield to Palmdale Project Section selecting the Preferred Alternative (Alternative 2
with the Refined César E. Chavez National Monument Design Option, the Avenue M
maintenance site and maintenance-of-way facility, and the Palmdale Station). Documents and
materials supporting the Authority Board of Directors’ proposed actions will be available prior to
the meeting on the Board’s web page at https://hsr.ca.gov/about/board/schedule.aspx.
