Advance to ORF represents cash available for disbursement to facilitate efficient
reimbursement of invoices. Upon replenishment of the full ORF balance, $450K becomes accessible to Prop 1A Bond Fund appropriations for use.

4 FY2020-21 Prop 1A Bond proceeds includes the following: Aug-20, $5.5M (commercial paper) and Sep-20, $10M (commercial paper).

2 Beginning balance includes a $10M Advance to ORF. The ORF represents cash available for disbursement to facilitate efficient reimbursement of invoices. Upon
replenishment of the full ORF balance, $10M becomes accessible to Cap and Trade Fund appropriations for use.

3 FY2019-20 Cap and Trade funding includes the following executive order amount: Aug-19, $145.2M; Nov-19, $184.8M; Jan-20, $5.3M (Interest Income); Feb-20, $153.2M;

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1 This fund receives revenues from leases/rents collected on property acquired that is not yet delivered to the design-builders for construction. $750K is
annually appropriated through the Budget Act and is used for the development, improvement, and maintenance of the high-speed rail system.

2 Fluctuations in monthly expenditures are primarily due to timing of invoice submission by vendors and a Pro-Rata cost, which is a state administrative
assessment determined by the Department of Finance, that is charged three times a year (August, November, and March).
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
